The university is about 90 kilometers south of the capital,
Riyadh. Prince Sattam bin Abdulaziz University was established, in 2009, according to a royal
decree, which stipulated the transformation of the King Saud University branch in Al-Kharj to an
independent university called Al-Kharj University. All colleges in Al-Kharj, Al-Dalam, Hotat Bani
Tamim, Al-Aflaj, Al- Sulail, and Wadi Al-Dawasir joined Al-Kharj University.
